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INSTALLATION

Carefully unpack the unit from the box.

The fixture is supplied complete with canopy for wall or ceiling mount.

Extend unswitched supply of DC voltage to junction box (supplied by others) from terminals on charger board of battery unit (if
applicable) or other supply of DC voltage of 6V, 12V or 24V.

Make positive and negative battery terminal connections inside junction box. Cap wire connections using wire nuts inside the
junction box.

Secure the remote head using two screw hold slots on canopy. The two screw hole slots are designed to mate with standard style
junction box.

Restore DC power to ensure operation of remote heads.

MAINTENANCE
Clean lenses on a regular basis.
